“A Psychopath can be a very successful
businessman, politician, manager, scientist, physician or
even a psychiatrist. What is missing. are the very qualities
thatallow a human being tolive in social harmony.™

In thé previous two parts of the article, an
introduction on criminology was given with a brief account
of its theories. In Pant-111. the need 1o elaborate an important
theory is felt because. interestingly, about 1% of the
population of Pakistan is found to be ‘psychopaths'.
Psychopathy is a psychological phenomenon that describes
chronic immoral and antisocial behavior.

The term is used as a definition in law, for example,
"psychopathic personality disorder” as to denote a severe
condition often related to antisocial or dissocial personality
disorder.

A psychopath suffers from an uninhibited
gratification of criminal, sexual or aggressive impulses and
is unable to learn from past mistakes. Person with this
disorder gains satisfaction through their antisocial behavior.
In history, the concept of psychopathy goes back to
Theophrastus, a student of Aristotle. In 1801, Philippe Pinel
described patients who were mentally unimpaired but
nonetheless engaged in impulsive and self-defeating acts.
By the tumn of the century, Henry Maudsley was arguing
such individuals could not be rehabilitated by the
correctional system. The Mask of Sanity by Hervey M.
Cleckley, M.D., first published in 1941, is considered the
most influential clinical description of psychopathy in the
20th century.

We have all heard these phrases before. “Violent
psychopath™, “Psychopathic serial killer”, “Psychopathic
murderer”, “Deranged psychopath”. All these phrases
embody a widespread misconception regarding
psychopathic personality.

A psychopath will use people for excitement,
entertainment, to build their self-esteem and they invariably
value people in terms of their material value (e.g. money,
property, comfort, etc). They can involve and get other
people into trouble guickly and they seem to have no regret
for their actions. To date there is no checklist of behavior
and symptoms that will tel] you with certainty whether or
notapersonis a psychopath. But there are warning signs.

Characteristics of a psychopath consist superficial
charm, self-centered & self-important, need for stimulation
& prone to boredom, deceptive behavior & lying, conning &
manipulative, little remorse or £uilt, shallow emotional
response, callous with a lack ol empathy, living off others or
predatory attitude, poor self-control, promiscuous sexual
behavior, early behavioral problems, lack of realistic long
term goals, impulsive lifestyle, irresponsible behavior,
blaming others for their actions, short term relationships,
Juvenile delinquency, varied criminal activity

The idea that psychopaths eat people is a myth. In
reality, a person with a psychopathic personality can lead
what appears to be an ordinary life. They can have jobs, get

married and they can break the law like anyone else. But
their jobs and marriages usually don't last and their life is
usually on the verge of personal chaos. They are almost
always in some kind of trouble or they are not far from it. A
psychopath is usually a subtle manipulator. They do this by
playing to the emotions of others. They typically have high
verbal intelligence, but they lack what is commonly referred
to as "emotional intelligence”. There is always a shallow
quality to the emotional aspect of their stories. In particular
they have difficulty describing how they felt, why they felt
that way, or how others may feel and why. They don't learn
from these consequences. The definition of their “*friends™ is
people who support the psychopath and protect them from
the consequence of their own antisocial behavior. Shallow
friendships, low emotional intelligence, using people,
antisocial attitudes and failure to learn from the repeated
consequences of their choices and actions help identify the
psychopath.

Psychopaths with low intelligence or a poor
education seem to end up in jail more than ones with a higher
education. There is a growing discussion among researchers
to suggest there may be a genetic influence that creates a
psychopathic personality. They can feel fear, anger, sadness
in the moment but not guilt for what they did or what they
are abouttodo.

They don't use their brain they way others do. This
suggests that they may be physically different from normal
people. Using a powerful imaging technique (DT-MRI) the
researchers have highlighted biological differences in the
brain which may underpin these types of behavior and

provide a more comprehensive understanding of criminal
psychopathy.

The research investigated the brain biology of
psychopaths with convictions that included attempted
murder, manslaughter, multiple rapes with strangulation
and false imprisonment. Earlier studies had suggested that
dysfunction of specific brain regions might underpin
psychopathy. Such areas of the brain were identified as the
amygdale, i.e. the area associated with emotions, fear and
aggression, and the orbitofrontal cortex (OFC), the region
which deals with decision making. There is a white matter
tract that connects the amygdala and OFC, which is called
the uncinate fasciculus (UF). They found a significant
reduction in the integrity of the small particles that make up
the structure of the UF of psychopaths, compared to control
groups of people with the same age and IQ. These results
suggest that psychopaths have biological differences in the
brain which may help to explain their offending behaviors.

You may not
know because they can be very charming and friendly until
you get close and disappoint them. Don't assume anyone is a
psychopath based on their behavior alone. [tis the pattern of
their life and many other factors.
